The management of the Housing and Community Development Corporation of Hawail
(Corporation) offers readers of the Corporation’s financial statements this narrative overview and
analysis of their financial activities for the fiscal year ended (I'YE) June 30, 2006. ‘This document
should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements.

Introduction

The Housing and Community Development Corporation of Hawaii is a housing authority, established
by the State Legislature cffective July 1, 1988, 'The Corporation consolidated the former Hawan
Housing Authotity, the Housing Finance and Development Corporation, and the Rental Housing
T'rust Fund Commission.

The Corporation administers the following major programs:

e [ederal and State public housing programs

e Federal and State rent subsidy programs

o Homeless programs

e Development programs

s [inancing programs to facilitate affordable housing devclopment

¢ Financing programs to assist first-time homebuyers

The Corporation is responsible for the administration of over 5,300 federal public housing units in
Hawnaii, with funds received from the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development
(HUD), The Corporation also administers the HUL Section 8 Housing Assistance Payments —
Special Allocations Program, through a subcontract with the Bremerton (Washington) Housing
Authority.

The Cosporation has reccived authority from the State of Hawaii (State) to assist in the delivery of
affordable rental housing throughout the State on a cost-effective basis, through the financing and/or
refinancing of rental housing projects developed or acquired by the Corporation.

in addition, the Cotporation administers a rental assistance program that subsidizes rental payments
to persons and families with incomes that do not exceed 80% of the arca median income. The
Corporation also provides incentives, through tax credits, to developers and owners of private rental
housing projects where the monthly rents are affordable to tenants with incomes of 60% or lower of

the area median tncome.

‘The Corporation is administratively attached to the State Department of Tluman Services. The
Corporation’s Board of Directors conststs of nine members, six of whom are public members
appointed by the Governor, and confirmed by the Senate of the State of Hawai. Public members
shall be appointed from each of the counties of Honolulu, Hawaii, Maui and IKaual. At least one
public member shall be a person who is assisted under the federal low-rent public housing or federal
section 8 tenant-based housing assistance payments program. The Director of Business, Heonomic
Development and Tourism; the Director of Human Services; and the Governor’s Senior Policy
Advisor are ex-officio voting members.  All Corporation action is taken by the affirmative vote of at
least five members.

Financial Highlights

e The Corporation’s total assets decreased by $65.0 million (or 5.7%) to $1,081.2 million as
compared to $1,146.2 million in the previous year. "The decrease resulted primarily from the
use of assets held by trustee for the eatly bond redemptions of $67.7 million in the Single
Family Mortgage Purchase Revenue Bond program. Through the issuance of revenue honds,
the Corporation provides cligible borrowers with mortgage loans at below market interest
rates. ‘I'he revenue bonds may also be redeemed without premium prior to maturity, at the
option of the Corporation, as funds become avatlable from un-dishursed bond proceeds,
principal payments and prepayments of mortgages, excess mounts i the debt service reserve
account or excess revenues (as described in the bond indentures).

o lTotal government-wide revenues and expenses were $160.2 million and $148.8 malhon,
respectively, resulting 10 an increase in net assets of $11.4 million during the fiscal year. The
net assets of the Business-type activitics increased by $4.7 million and the net assets of the
Governmental activities increased by $6.7 million.

e At the end of the fiscal year ending June 30, 2006, the Corporation’s governmental funds
reported a combined ending fund balance of $15.1 million, an mcrease of $8.8 million from
the prior year. The increase is due primarily to increases of State allotted appropriations of
$8.1 million for the General Funds and $3.7 million for the State Capital Projects Fund. The
General Frunds experienced a corresponding increase in expenditures of $2.1 million from the
prior year for an excess of revenues over expenditutes of $6.0 million.

Overview of the Financial Statements

This discussion and analysis 15 intended to serve as an introduction to the financial statements of the
Corporation. The financial statements consists of four parts: (1) Management’s Discussion and
Analysis; (2) the basic financial statements; (3) related notes to the financial statements and (4) other
required supplementary information. ‘These components are described below:

Basic Financial Statements

‘I'he basic financial statements include two kinds of statements that present different views of the

Cotporation:

e The first two statements are Corporation-wide financial statements that provide information
about the Corporation’s overall financial position and results of operations. These statements,
which are presented on an accrual basis of accounting, consist of the Statement of Net Assets
and the Statement of Activities.

e ‘The remaining statements are fund financial statements of the Cotporation’s  overall
povernmental funds, for which activities are funded primarily from apptropriations from the
State or by contributions from HUD, and the Cotporation™ major and non-majot proptietary
funds, which operate similar to business activities. The governmental funds are presented on
a modified accrual basis of accounting. The proprictary and the fiduciary funds are presented
on an accrual basis of accounting.

o The basic financial statements also include a “Notes to Financial Statements” section that
explains some of the information in the Government-wide and the Fund financial statements
and provides more detailed data.

o The “Notes to Financial Statements” are followed by a “Supplementary Information” section,
which presents a  budgetary comparison schedule, which is required supplementary

information, and information on non-major funds, which is not required.

Government-Wide Financial Statements

The government-wide statements repott information about the Corporation as a whole uvsing
accounting methods similar to those used by private sector companies. 'The statement of net asscts
provides both short-term and long-term information about the Corporation’s financal position,

which assists in assessing the Corporation’s economic condition at the end of the fiscal year. All of
the cutrent year revenues and expenses are accounted for in the statement of activities repardless of
when cash is received or paid. Most of the Corporation’s activities are business-type activities and ate
reported in its proprietaty funds. ‘The government-wide financial statements include two statements:

o The statement of net assets presents all of the Corporation’s assets and habilifies, with the
difference between the two reported as “pet assets.” Over time, increases and decreases in the
Corporation’s net assets may scrve as a useful indicator of whether the financial position of

the Corporation is improving ot deteriorating.

o The statement of activities presents information indicating how the Corporation’s net assets
changed during the most recent fiscal year.

"The government-wide financial statements of the Corporation are divided into two categories:

e Governmental activities — The activities in this section are primarily supported by State
appropriations or by HUD contributions.

e Business-type activities — These functions normally are intended to recover all or a significant
portion of their costs through user fees and charges to external users.

TFund Financial Statements

The fund financial statements provide mote detalled information about the Corporation’s most
significant funds and not the Corporation as a whole. The financial activities of the Corporation are
recorded in individual funds, each of which is deemed to be a separate accounting entity. Iunds are
either reported as a major fund or a non-major fund. In June 1999, the Governmental Accounting
Standards Board (GASB) issued Statement 34, Basic Financial Statements — Management’s [Discussion and
Analysis — for State and Local Governments, which sets forth the minimum criteria for the determination
of major funds. The Corporation was required to implement these standards for the fiscal year ended
June 30, 2002. The non-major funds are combined in a column in the fund financial statements and
are detailed in the combining section of the financial statements.

The Corporation has three types of funds:

o Governmental Funds;

O

Governmental funds are used to account for essentially the same functions reported as
governmental activities in the government-wide financial statements.

Governmental fund financial statements help determine whether there are more or
fewer financial resoutces that can be spent in the near future to finance the
Corporation’s programs.

The focus of the governmental funds is narrower than that of the government-wide
financial staternents, therefore it is vseful to compare the information presented for
governmental funds with similar information presented for governmental activitics in
the government-wide financial statements. By doing so, readers may better
understand the long-term impact of the government’s near-term fmancing decision.

Both the governmental fund balance sheet and the governmental statement of
revenues, expenditures and changes in fund balances provide a reconciliation to
facilitate this compatison between governmental funds and governmental activities.

e Proprietary Funds:

o

Fnterprise Funds are used to account for those activities for which the mntent of
management is to recover, primarily through user charges, the cost of providing

services to customers.

Internal Service Funds ate used by the Cotporation to account for its central

equipment and vehicles.

¢ Fiduciary Funds:
o Fiduciary Ifunds are not reflected in the government-wide financial statement because
the resources of those funds are not available to support the Corporation’s own

Programs.

Notes to Financial Statements

The notes provide additional information that is essential to a full understanding of the data provided
in the government-wide and fund financial statements. The notes o the financial statements follow
the bastc financtal statements.

Required Supplementary Information

In addition to the basic financial statements and accompanying notes, this report also presents certain
required supplementary information. This section includes a budgetary comparison schedule, which
includes a reconciliation between the statutoty fund balance for budgetary purpose and the fund
balance for the major governmental funds as presented in the governmental fund financial statements.
‘This management’s discussion and analysis is also requited supplementary information that 1s required
to be presented preceding the financial statements.

Other information

‘The combining statements, which include non-major funds, governmental, enterprise and internal
service funds are presented as other nformation.

As noted eatlier, the szatement of net assets presents all of the Corporation’s assets and labilities, with the

difference between the two repotted as net assets.  Over time, changes in net assets may serve as a
uscful indicator of the Corporation’s financial position. As indicated below, as of June 30, 2000, the
Cotporation’s total net asset balance was $617.2 million, an increase of $11.4 million (or 1.9%) from

the previous year.

Restricted net assets represent resources that are subject to external restrictions on how they may be
used. The majority of this balance is attributed to approximately $268.4 million of assets held by
trustees under the Single Family Revenue Bond Fund. ‘The Revenue Bond Funds trust indentures
require cash and investments be held by a trustee.

Investment in capital assets conststs of all capital assets, reduced by the outstanding balances of any
bonds, mortgages, notes or other borrowings that are attributable to the acquisition, construction, or

improvement of those assets,

Unrestricted net assets consist of net asscts that do not meet the definition of “restricted” or “net
assets invested in capital assets, net of related debt” At the end of the fiscal year ending June 30,
20006, untestricted net assets reflected a deficit balance. "This is primarily due to the Single Family
Mortgage Revenue Bond Fund’s revenue bonds payable balances of $233.6 million. The assets that

suppott these liabilities are the assets held by trustees, which are reflected as restricted net assets.

‘The decrease in long-term liabilities of $37.2 million (or 8.7%) is primarily due to the redemptions of
revenue bonds in fiscal year 2006. The long-term revenue bonds payable balance decreased by $30.8

million (ot 8.8%0).

Governmental Activities

Total net assets of the governmental activities were $53.8 million at June 30, 2006, an increase of $6.7
million from the previous year. Key clements of this increase are as follows:

® State allotted appropriations increased $12.1 million from the prior year, primarily due to an
increase n appropriations to the General Funds of $8.1 million and an increase in
apptopriations to the State Capital Projects Fund of $3.7 million

e lixpenses for the Homeless services and assistance program increased $5.2 million from the
ptior year.

Business-type Activities

Revenues of the Corporation’s business-type activities were primatily from charges for services,
program investment income and federal assistance program funds. Charges for services consist
primarily of rental income and interest ncome on loans related to the Corporation’s lending
programs. ‘The majority of the program investment income is from income earned within the
Corporation’s bond funds and 1s resteicted to thosc funds.

For the fiscal year ending June 30, 2006, business-type activities increased the Corporation’s net assets
by $4.7 mullion. Key clements of this increase are as follows:

e (apital grants and contributions decreased by $9.8 million primarity due to a decrease in HUD
I g y p ¥
Capital grants received.

e The Rental Housing Trust Fund recognized an increase in net assets of $18.8 million,
primartly due to the influx of $17.0 million of conveyance tax transfers.

¢ ‘lThe Dwelling Unit Revolving Fund had an increase in net assets of $3.3 million primarily due
to the $1.2 muillion net gain on the sale of land and units and an operating transfer in of funds

of $1. 1 millon.

¢ The Single Family Mortgage Purchase Revenue Bond Tund incurred a decrease in mortgage-
backed securities of $10.1 million which resulted in a decrease in net assets of $7.0 million.

Financial Analysis of the Fund Financial Statements

A fund is a grouping of related accounts that is used to mamtam control over resources that have

been scgregated for specific activities or objectives. The Corporation, like other state and local

governments, uses fund accounting to ensure and demonstrate compliance with finance-related

legal requirement.

Governmental Funds

At June 30, 2006, the Corporation’s governmental funds reported a combined ending fund

balance of $15.1 million, an increase of §8.8 million in comparison to the combined fund balance

of $6.3 at June 30, 2005. T'he increase was primarily due to the following:

The State Capital Inprovement Projects Pund recognized an mcrease in fund balance of $3.9
million.  During the current year, the fund received $4.9 mullion of State allotted
appropriations for capital projects, expended $0.7 million for capital outlays and
transferved out $0.3 million.

The fund balance of the General Funds increased $5.8 million. This was primarly due to an
increase in State allotted appropriations of $8.1 million and an increase in homeless
services expenditures of $2.0 million.

Proprietary Funds

‘The proprietary fund consists of four major and several non-major funds. The four major funds

are: 1) Federal Low Rent Program, 2) Dwelling Unit Revolving Fund, 3) Hawait Rental Housing

System Revenue Bond Fund and 4) Single Family Mortgage Purchase Revenue Bond Fund.

Under the federal Low Rent Program, the Corporation administers the operations of over
5,300 federal public housing units. HUD provides the Corporation with tunds to operate,
repair and maintain the public housing nventory.  Durng fiscal year 2006, the
Corporation recetved $25.7 million of HUL operating subsidies and grants, a decrease of
$7.7 million from the prior year. The decrease was due primarily to a decrease i revenues
attributed to the federal capital grant program.

Vhe Dwelling Unit Revolving Vrnd accounts for State funds used for acquiting, developing,
selling, leasing and renting residential, commerctal and industrial properties, providing

mottgrage and interim financing, which generates rental income, sales proceeds and interest
earnings from the financing and investment of such funds. Net assets increased by $3.3
million during the cutrent year. The increase in net assets 1s primarily due to the sales of
land and units which resulted in a net gain of $1.2 million and a net operating transfer in
of funds of §$1.1 million.

o Uhe Hawaii Rental Housing Systews Revenue Bond Fund accounts for special funds for housing
projects or systems of housing projects tinanced from proceeds of bonds secured under
the same trust indenture. The fund accounts for six multifamily rental housing projects
located throughout the State. Net assets increased by $0.1 million during the current year.

o the Single Family Mortgage Purchase Revenne Bond Fund accounts for the proceeds from the
issuance of bonds used to make below-market Intercst rate mortgage loans and the
repayment, interest, and earnings from such loans and mvestment of such funds. Change
in net assets was a decrease of $7.0 million in 2006 compared to an increase of $0.9
million in the prior year. 'The decrease in net assets was primarily due to the adjustment to
the fair value of investments. There was a net decrease 1n fair value of mortgage-backed
securities of $10.1 million in the current year compared to a net zzcrease in fair value of $1.5
million in the prior year.

During the current year, the Single Family Mortgage Purchase Revenue Bond Fund had
early redemptions of $67.7 million,

Budgetary Analysis
The differences between the original and final amended budgets were relatively minor. The actual

expenditures for the general funded rental housing and homeless service programs were $106,962
less than the budgeted expenditures. "This was due primarily to program requirements.

Capital Assets and Debt Administration
Capital A ssets

As of June 30, 2006, the Corporation had invested approximately $393.5 million (net of
accumulated depreciation of $344.9 million) in a broad range of capital assets.  'This amount
represents a decrease of $6.3 milhion {(or 1.6%) over the prior year.

Debt Admirustration

Through June 30, 2006, approximately $2.13 billion of revenue bonds have been issued. The revenue
bonds are payable solely from the revenues and other monies and assets of the Revenue Bond Funds
and other assets of the Corporation pledged under the various bond indentures. Revenue bonds
payable decreased $69.6 million to $388.6 million at June 30, 2006 from $458.2 million at June 30,
2005. During the year ended June 30, 2006, the Corporation issued approximately $6.2 million of new
bonds and had bond redemptions of approximately $76.3 million. As defined in the bond mndentures,
under certain conditions, revenue bonds may be redeemed without premium prior to matunry.
Included in the current year bond redemptions were early redemptions of $67.7 million.

Currently Known Facts, Decisions, or Conditions

¢ Inaccordance with Act 196, SLH 2005, the Corporation will be split into two organizations to
more cffectively concentrate on the development of affordable housing. The legislature found
that the State’s role in maintaining affordable housing in Hawail has evolved into two parts:
(1) Administering the State’s public housing programs; and (2) Iinancing and devcloping
affordable housing. Fffective July 1, 20006 the Corporation will be bifurcated into (1) the
Hawaii public housing administration and (2} the Hawaii housing finance and development
administration.

¢ On July 1, 2006, the Corporation redeemed $11.3 million of outstanding revenue bonds from
the Single Family Mortgage Purchase Revenue Bond Fund, including $5.8 million of carly
redemptions.

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities, the business-
type activities, each majot fund, and the aggregate remaining fund mformadon of governmental tunds
and propuietary funds all as listed under “basic financial statements” in the accompanying table of
contents of Housing and Community Development Corporation of Hawait {Corporation) as of and
for the year ended June 30, 2006. ‘These financial statements are the responsibility of the
Cotporation’s management. Our responstbility is to express an opinion on these financial statements
based on our audit,

We conducted our audit 10 accordance with auditing standards generally accepted i the United States
of America. Those standards require that we plan and petform the audit to obtain reasonable
assurance about whether the financial statements are free of material misstatement.  An audit includes
examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial
statements.  An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates
made by management, as well as evaluating the overall financial statement presentation. We believe
that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

As discussed in note A, the financial statements of the Corporation are intended to present the
financial position, changes in financial position and cash flows, where applicable, of only that portion
of the governmental activities, business-type activities, each major fund, and the aggregate other fund
information of the State of Hawaii that 1s attributable to the transactions of the Corporation.

NOTE A — ORGANIZATION AND SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES
General

Chapter 201F, Hawaii Revised Statutes and Act 337, Session Laws of Hawail (SLH) 1987, created the
Housing Finance and Development Corporation (HIFDC). The HFFDC was created to perform housing
finance, housing development and residential leaschold functions. The Hawan Housing Authonty, State
of Hawaii (Authority) was organized pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 356, Hawaii Revised Statutes.
The Authority was created to provide safe and sanitary dwelling accommodations for low and moderate-
income residents of Hawail

In accordance with Act 350, SLH, 1997, effective July 1, 1998, the functions and employces of HFDC as
well as those of the Authority and the Rental Housing Trust Fund were transferred to the newly created
Housing and Community Development Corporation of Hawaii (Cotporation). The purpose of Act 350,
SLHL, 1997, was to consolidate all state housing functions previously administered by the Authority,
HEDC and the Rental Housing Trust Fund. The Corpotation is a public body and a body corporate and
politic and was, for administrative purposes only, considered to be a part of the State Department of
Business, Feonomic Development and Tourism. In accordance with Act 92, Session Laws of Hawait,
2003, cffective July 1, 2003, administratively, the functions and employees of the Corporation were
transferred to the State Department of Human Services.

For financial reporting purposes, the Corporation includes all funds that are controlled by or dependent
on the Corporation’s Board of Directors. Control by or dependence on the Corporation was determined

on the basis of statutory authority and monies flowing through the Corporation to each fund.

HUD Subsidized Programs

The Federal Low-Rent Program and the various Section 8 funds are referred to collectively as the HUD
Subsidized Programs and represent the contracts that the Corporation has entered into with the U5,
Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). ‘The Federal Low-Rent Program is used to
account for Corporation-owned housing projects, which are rented to low-income familics.

FIUD Subsidized Programs include subsidized housing assistance payments. U nder these programs, low-
income tenants lease housing units directly from private landlords rather than from the Corporation.
Rental payment subsidies are paid directly to the private landlords by the Corporation using operating
subsidies obtained from HUD,

The Federal Low-Rent Program includes all property and cquipment, principally structures and
improvements, acquired with contributions from HUD.

Significant Accounting Policies

Basic Financial Statements

The accompanying tinancial statements of the Corporation have been prepated in conformity with
accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America prescribed by the
Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB). In June 1999, the GASB issued Statement
34, Basic Financial Statements — Management’s Discussion and Analysis — for State and Local
Governments. This Statement established new financial reporting requitements for state and local
povernments in the United States of America. They required new information and restructured
much of the information that governments have presented in the past. Comparability with reports
issued in ptior years was affected. The Corporation was required to implement these standards for
the fiscal year ended Juae 30, 2002.

Other GASB Statements were required to be implemented in conjunction with Statement 34.
Therefore, the Corporation implemented the following GASB Statements as of July 1, 2001:
Statement 36, Recipient Repotting for Certain Shared Nonexchange Revenues, Statement 37, Basic
Financial Statements — Management’s Discussion and Analysts — for State and Local Governments:
Omnibus and Statement 38, Certain Financial Statement Note Disclosures.

The Corporation is patt of the exccutive branch of the State. The financial statements of the
Corporation, are intended to present the financial position, changes i financial position, and cash
flows where applicable, of only that portion of the governmental activitics, business-type activities,
each major fund, and the aggregate remaining fund information of the Statc of Hawail that is
attributable to the transactions of the Cotporation. ‘they do not purport to, and do not, present
fairly the financial position of the State of Hawait as of Junc 30, 2006, and the changes in its
financial position and cash flows, where applicable, for the year then ended in conformity with
accounting principles gencrally accepted in the United Srates of America. The State C omptroller
maintains the central accounts for all State funds and publishes financial statements for the State
annually, which include the Corporation’s financial activities.

Government-Wide and Fund Financial Statements

The government-wide financial statements, the statement of net assets and the statement of
activities, teport information of all of the non- fiduciary activities of the Corporation.
Governmental activities, which normally are supported by State allotments and intergovernmental
revenues, are reported separately from business-type activities, which rely to a significant extent on
fees and chatges for support.

Government-Wide and Fund Financial Statements (continued

The statement of activities demonstrates the degree to which the direct expenses of a given
function are offset by program revenues. Direct expenses are those that are clearly identifiable
with a specific function. Program revenues include chatges to customers who putchase, use, or
ditectly benefit from goods or services provided by a given functon. Program revenues also
include grants and contributions that are restricted to meeting the operational or capital
requitements of a particular function. Seate allotments and other items not propetly included
AMONG Program revenues are teported instead as general revenues. Resources that are dedicated
internally are reported as general revenues rather than program revenues. ‘The Cotporation does
employ an indirect cost allocation system.

Net assets are testricted when constraints placed on them are cither externally imposed or imposed
by constitutional provisions ot enabling legislation. Internally imposed designations of resources
are not presented as restricted net assets. When both restricted and unrestricted rescurces are
available for use, generally it is the Corporation’s policy to use restricted resources first, then
unrestricted resoutces as they are needed.

The fund financial statements are provided for governmental funds, proprictary funds, and
fiduciary funds. Major individual governmental funds and major individual cnterprise funds are
reported as separate columns in the fund financial statements. Non-major funds are summarized
into a single column. The Corporation’s fiduciary funds ate presented in the fund financial
statements. Since by definition their assets are being held for the benefit of a third party (other
local governments, private patties, ctc.) and cannot be used to address activities as obligations of
the government, their funds are not incorporated into the government-wide statements.

Measurement Focus, Basis of Accounting and Financial Statement Presentation

1.  Government Wide Financial Statements

The government-wide financial statements are reported using the economic resoutces
measurement focus and the acerual basis of accounting. Revenues are recorded when earned
and expenses are recorded when a liability 1s incurred, regardless of the timing of the related
cash flows. Grants and similar items are recognized as revenue as soon as all chgibility
requirernents imposed by the provider have been met.  Interest expense of approximately
$20.481,000 was included as direct function expenses during the year ended June 30, 20006.

CGovernmental Fund Financial Statements

T'he Governmental fund financial statements are reported using the current financial resources
measurement focus and the modified accrual basts of accounting. Revenues are recognized as
soon as they are both measurable and available. Revenues are consideted to be available when
they arc collectible within the curtent period or soon enough thereafter to pay labilities of the
current petiod. For this purpose, the Corporation considers revenues to be available if they
are collected within 60 days of the end of the current fiscal year end. In applying the
susceptible to accrual concept fo intergovernmental revenues pursuant to GASB Statement
33, the provider should recognize habilities and expenscs and the recipient should recognize
receivables and revenues when applicable requirements, including time requirements are met.

Principal revenue sources considered susceptible to accrual include federal grants and mtetest
on investments. Some revenue items that are considered measurable and available to finance
operations during the year from an accounting petspective atc not available for expenditure
due to the State’s present appropriation system. These revenues have been accrued in
accordance with generally accepted accounting principles since they have been earned and are
expected to be collected within sixty days of the end of the period.  Other revenues are
considered to be measurable and available only when cash is recetved by the Corporation.

Fxpenditures generally are recorded when a Lability is incurred, as under accrual accounting.
Modifications to the accrual basis of accounting include employees” vested vacation, which is
recorded as an expenditure when utilized or paid.  The amount of unmatured long-term
indebtedness related to accumulated vacation at June 30, 2006 has been reported in the
government-wide financial statements.

Proprietary Funds and [Fiduciary Funds

The financial statements of propretary funds and fiduciary funds are reported using the
economic resources measurenment focus and the accrual basis of accounting, similar to the
government-wide statements described above.

Fach proprietary fund has the option under GASB Statement 20, Accounting and I'inancial
Reporting for Proprietary funds and Other Governmental Fatities that Use Proprictary Frund
Accounting, to clect to apply all Financial Accounting Standards  Board {[PASB)
pronouncements issued after November 30, 1989, unless FASB conflicts with GASB. 'The
Corporation has elected to not apply FASB statements after the applicable date.

Proprietary funds distinguish operating revenues and expenses from nonoperating items.
Operating revenues and expenses generally result from providing services ot goods in
connection with a proptietary fund’s principal ongoing operations. Revenues and expenses
not meeting this definition are reported as nonoperating  revenues and expenscs. The
principal operatng revenues of the Corpotation’s caterprise funds are interest income, rental
income, land sales and conveyance tax revenues. [ederal grants and interest income from
investments are reported as nonoperating income.

Fund Accounting

The financial activities of the Corporation are recorded in individual funds, each of which 1s
deemed to be a separate accounting entity. ‘The Corporation uses fund accounting to report on its
financial position and resuls of operations. I'und accounting is designed to demonstrate the legal
compliance and to aid financial management by segtegating transactions related to certain
government functions or activities. A fund is a separate accounting entity with a scif-balancing set
of accounts.

GASE Statement 34 sets forth minimum criteria for the determination of major funds. The non-
major funds are combined in a column in the fund financial statements and detaled i the

combining section.

a.  Governmental Funds

General [fund — The general fund is the general operating fund of the Corporation. It is used
to account for all financial activities except those required to be accounted for in another
fund. This fund includes the Rent Supplement, Security/Beautification and the Homeless
Program. The annual operating budget as authorized by the State Legislature provides the
basic framework within which the resources and obligations of the general fund are
accounted.

Spectal Revenue Funds — Special revenue funds are used to account for the proceeds of
specific revenue sources (other than major capital projects) that are legally restricted to
expenditures for specified purposes. These funds include Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher
Program, Contract Administration, Drug Elimination Programs, Shelter Phus Care, Housing
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Housing and Community Development Corporation of Hawail

Capital Projects Fund — Capital projects funds are used to account for financial resources to
be used for the acquisiion or construcdon of major capital facilities (other than those
financed by proprictary fund type). These funds include the Capital Projects Fund, EDI
Special Project Grant and Department of Labor Employment and Training Grant.

The Corporation repotts the following major governmental funds:

¢ Housing Voucher Program — accounts for federal contributions for housing assistance
payments undet the Housing Choice Voucher Program.

e Section 8 Contract Administration — accounts for federal contributions primarily for
housing payments under the Project-Based Section 8 program.

Proprictary Funds

FEaterprisc Funds — These funds account for those activities for which the intent of
management is to recover, primarily through user charges, the cost of providing goods or
services to customers, or where sound financial management dictates that pertodie
determinations of results of operations are approptiate. The enterprise funds include the
Revenue Bond Funds, Dwelling Unit Revolving [Fund, and other funds.

Under the Revenue Bond Funds, proceeds from the bond issues are used to make below-
market interest rate mortgage loans to persons and familics of low to moderate mcome for the
purchase of owner-occupled single-family and condominium dwellings, provide interim
construction loans and permanent financing of affordable rental housing projects; and to

These funds
include the Equipment Rental Fund and Vehicle Rental Fund.

The Corporation repotts the following as major proprietary funds:

Federal Low-Rent Program — accounts for the proceeds from federal contributions for the
development of rental property and rental income and federal operating subsidies from
such properties.

Duwelling Unit Revolving Fund — accounts for state funds used for acquiring, developing,
selling, leasing and renting residential, commercial and industrial propertics, providing
mortgage and interim financing and rental income and sales proceeds and interest carnings
from the financing and investment of such funds.

Hawaii Rental Housing System Revenue Bond Fund — accounts for special tunds to
account for housing projects or systems of housing projects financed from the proceeds of
bonds secured under the same trust indenture. The fund accounts for six muttifamily
rental housing projects located throughout the State of Hawail.

Deferred Revenues

Deferred revenues at the fund level and government-wide level arise when the Corporation
receives resources before it has a legal claim to them. Tn subsequent periods, when the revenue
recognition criteria is met, ot when the Corporation has a legal claim to the resources, the liability
for deferred revenue is removed from the statement of net assets and revenue is recognized.

Inventories

Development in Progress and Dwelling Units

Inventories consist of developments in progress and units available for sale. Developments in
progress include construction in progress and land held for future development related to the
remaining portions of three master planned community projects — Kapolei (Oahu), La'topua
(Hawai), and Leialii (Maui). Costs included in developments in progress relate to the
infrastructure construction for these master planned communities. Units available for sale include
constructed units, developed lots and repurchased units available for sale.

Inventories are stated at the lower of cost or estimated net realizable value. All estimated
development, holding and disposition costs to the anticipated date of disposition are considered in
the determination of estimated net realizable value. Estimated net reahizable value represents
management’s estimates, based on management’s plans and intentions, of sales price less
development, holding and disposition costs, assuming that the development and disposition occuts
in the normal course of business. Valuation allowances for estimated losses on units available for
sale are provided when the total estimated carrying costs exceeds the estimated net realizable value.

The recognition of gain from the sale of units is dependent on a number of factors relating to the
nature of the property sold, the terms of the sale and the future involvement of the Corporation in
the property sold. Tf a real estate transaction does not meet established financial criteria, profir
recognition is deferred and recognized under the installment or cost recovery method until such
fime as the criteria are met.

Material and Supplies

In the governmental funds, the cost of inventorics is recorded as an expenditure when consumed.

Interfund Receivables and Pavables

During the course of operations, numerous transactions occur between individual funds that may
result in amounts owed between funds, Those related to goods and service type transactions are
classified as “duc to and from other funds.” Interfund recetvables and payables berween funds

HUD Annual Contributions

The Corporation reccives annual contributions and subsidies from HUD for operating  the
Cotporation’s housing assistance payment programs and the development and operation of low-
income housing projects. The Cotporation also receives annual subsidies from HUD for housing
assistance payments and operating deficits incurred in the operation of the programs. Annual
subsidies recorded in the proprietary fund types ate recognized as nonoperating revenue when
realized and earned and are accounted for in the statement of revenues, expenses and changes in
fund net assets — proprietary funds as HUD operating subsidy.

Amortization

Tssuance costs of revenue bonds are deferred and amortized ratably over the term of the bond
principal outstanding.

Vacation

Fmployces hired prior to July 2, 2001 are credited with vacation at a rate of 168 hours per calendar
year. HEmployees hired on or subsequent to July 2, 2001 are credited with vacation which ranges
from 96 hours to 192 hours per calendar year depending on years of service.  Accumulation of
such vacation credits is limited to 720 hours at calendar year end and s convertible to pay upon
termination of employment. Liabilities for accumulated unpaid vacation ate accrued at the end of
each accounting period utilizing current salary rates. Such vacation credits ate recorded as accrued
wages and employee benefits payable in the government-wide and the enterprise funds financial
statements at the balance sheet date. Accumulated unpaid vacation estimated to be used or paid
during the next year is approximately $711,000. The change in accumulated unpaid vacation
during the year is approximately as follows:

Rescervations of Fund Balances

The general and capital projects fund balances are reserved for continuing appropriations, which
are comprised of encumbrances and unencumbered allotment balances. [incumbrances represent
outstanding commitments, which generally are liquidated in the subsequent fiscal year.

Unencumberted allotment balances represent amounts that have been released and made available
for encumbrance or expenditure and are legally segregated for a specific future use.

Risk Management

Liabilities related to certain types of losses (including torts, theft of, damage to, or destruction of
assets, crrors of omissions, natueal disasters and injuries to cmployees) are teported when it s
probable that the losses have occurred and the amount of those losses can be reasonably
estimated.

Lse of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting
principles requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported
amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the
financial statements and the reported amounts of revenucs and expendttures during the reporting
period. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

NOTE B - BUDGETING AND BUDGETARY CONTROL

‘The budget of the Corporation is a detailed operating plan identifying estimated costs and results m
relation to estimated revenues. The budget includes (1) the programs, services and activities to be
provided during the fiscal year, (2) the estimated revenues available to finance the operatng plan, and (3)
the estimated spending requirements of the operating plan. The budget tepresents a process through
which financial policy decisions are made, implemented and controlled. Revenue estimates are provided

to the State Legislature at the time of budget consideration and are revised and updated throughout the

fiscal year. Amounts reflected as budgeted revenues in the accompanying Requited Supplementary

Information — Budgetary Comparison Schedule are estimates as compiled by the Corporation and

reviewed by the Department of Budget and Finance, Budgeted expenditures are derived primasily from
acts of the State Legislature and from other authorzations contained in the State Constitution, the
Hawaii Revised Statutes and other specific approptiation acts in various Session Laws of Hawail.

Lixpenditures of these appropriated funds are made pursuant to the appropriations in the biennial budget
as amended by subsequent supplemental apptopriations.  Budgetary control js maintained at the
departmental level. Budget revisions and interdepartmental transfers may be affected with certain
exccutive and legislative branch approvals.

The gencral fund and certain special revenue funds have legally appropriated annual budgets. The final
legally adopted budget in the accompanying Required Supplementary Information — Budgetary
Comparison Schedule represent the original apptopriations, transfers and other legally authorized
legislative and executive changes.

To the extent not expended or encumbered, general fund and special revenue funds appropiiations
generally apse at the end of the fiscal year or grant period for which the appropriations were made. The
State Legislature or federal government specifies the lapse dates and any other contingencies that may
terminate the authorization for other appropriations.  Known lapses occursing in the year of
appropriation, if any, arc included in the amended budgets, and ate netted against revenues in the
accompanying Required Supplementary Information — Budgetary Comparison Schedule.

A comparison of both the original budget and the final budget to the actual revenues and expenditures of
the peneral and certain special revenue funds are presented in the accompanying Required Supplementary
Information — Budgetary Comparison Schedule.  Differences between revenues and expenditures
reported on the budgetary basis and those reported in accordance with generally accepted accounang
principles (GAAP) are mainly due to revenues and expenditures of unbudgeted funds and the ditferent
methods used to tecognize resoutce uses.  For budgeting purposes, resource uses are recognized when
cash disbursements are made or funds are encumbered.  For financial statements presented in
accordance with GAAP, expenditures ate recognized when incurred and encumbrances are not reported
as resources used.

A summaton of the differences between revenues and expenditures reported on the budgetary basis and
those reported in accordance with GAAP for the general and certain special revenue funds for the year
ended June 30, 2006 is set forth in the Required Supplementary lnformation.

NOTE C— CASH

The State maintains a cash pool that is available to all funds. The Dircctor of Finance is responsible for
the safckeeping of all monies paid into the State Treasury. "The Director of Iinance may invest any
monics of the State, which in the Dircector’s judgment are in excess of the amounts necessary for meeting
the immediate requitements of the State. Cash is pooled with funds from other State agencies and
depattments and deposited with approved  financial institutions or invested 1n the State I'reasuty

Investment Pool. Cash accounts that patticipate in the investment pool accrue interest based on the
average wcightcd cash balances of cach account.

Interest Rate Risk: The Corporation does not have a formal investment policy that limits investment
matutities as a means of managing its exposure to fair value losses arising from increasing interest rates.

Credit Risk: The Revenue Bond Funds’ trust indentures authorize the trustees to invest in certificates
of deposit, money market funds, U. S. government or agency obligations, and repurchase agreements.
The Corporation has no investment policy that would further fimit its investment decisions. As of June
30, 2006, all investments except the private debt obligations are rated AA to AAA by Moody’s, Fitch and
Standard & Poors. The private debt obligations are rated BAA to A

Concentration of Credit Risk: The Cotporation places no limit on the amount the Corporation may
invest in any one ssuer.

University of Hawaii Faculty Housing Program Revenue Bond Fund

On November 1, 1995, the Corpotation entered into a lease and sublease agreement (Agreement) with
the Board of Regents, University of Hawail (University). Under the Agreement, the Corporation leases
the land under the housing project from the University for an annual rent of $1 and then subleases the
Jeased land, buildings and improvements and equipment back to the University. The University will
make certain lease rental payments to the Corporation, inchuding amounts sufficient to pay the principal,
premium, if any, and interest on the bonds as the same become due and payable. The Agreement expites
on June 30, 2026. Upon expiration of the Agreement, the ownership of the buildings and improvements
and equipment will revert to the University.

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NOTE G — REVENUE BOND FUNDS - RESERVE REQUIREMENTS

Under the trust indentures between the Corporation and the trustees for the Single Family Mortgage
Purchase Revenue Bonds, investment assets and cash are requited to be held by the trustees in various
accounts and funds, including debt service reserve accounts, loan funds and morttgage loan reserve funds.

Under the trust indenture agreement between the Corporation and the trustee for the Hawaii Rental
Housing System revenue bond, the Corporation is required to provide net revenues (as defined in the
trust indenture agreement) together with lawfully available funds of at least 1.25 times the aggregate debt
service on outstanding bonds during the bond year. Additionally, the Corporation is to provide net
revenues (as defined in the trust indenture agreement) of at least 1.10 times the agprepate debt service on
outstanding bonds during the bond year. At June 30, 20006, the Hawaii Rental Housing System Revenue
Bond Iund provided net revenues (as defined in the trust indenture agreement) together with lawfully
available funds of 5.23 times the aggregate debt service on outstanding bonds during the year,
respectively, and net revenues (as defined in the trust indenture agreement) of 1.29 dmes the aggregate
debt service on outstanding bonds during the year, respectively.

Mortgage Payable

The Banyan Street Manot Project entered into a mortgage note agreement in October 1976 in the
amount of $1,727,800 with USGI, Inc. (insured by HUD). On September 1, 1996, Greystone Setrvicing,
Corporation, Inc. (GSCI) became the new servicing agent and mortgagee. The mortgage loan bears
interest at 7.5 percent and is collateralized by the rental property. Principal and interest are payable in
monthly installments of $11,370, maturing January 1, 2018. At June 30, 2006, the mortgage payable
balance was $553,803. ‘The balance is expected that remaining balance will be paid off by June 30, 2011.

The Kekuilani Gardens Project (Kekuilani) entered into a mortgage agreement in December 1996 in the
amount of $5,213,614 with the U.S. Department of Agricalture and Rural Development. The mortgage
loan bears interest at 7.25 petcent and is collateralized by the Kekuilani Gardens Project. Principal and
interest arc payable in monthly installments of $11,509 and matures on December 1, 2040. At June 30,
2006, the mottgage payable balance was $5,082,800.

Kekuilani also entered into an interest credit and rental assistance agreement in December 1996 with the
U.S. Department of Agriculture and Rural Development, which reduces Kekuilani’s principal and interest
payments. During the period, Kekuilani realized approximately $256,000 of interest credit reducing the
interest expense from approximately $369,000 to $113,000.

In addition, Kckuilani entered into a mortgage agreement in December 1996 in the amount of $696,267
with the Rental Housing Trust Fund. The mortgage loan bears interest at 1 percent and is collateralized
by the Kekuilani Gardens Project. Principal and intetest are payable in monthly installments of $1,475
and matures on January 1, 2047, At June 30, 2006, the mortgage payable balance was $583,210.

Notes Payable

The Corporation has three mortgage notes payable to the U.S. Department of Agriculture, Farmers
Home Administration (FmHA).  Two notes were originated in August 1976, and are payable
combined monthly installments of $2,207, including interest at 1 percent, with the final combined
payment due in August 2009, "Lhe third note was originated in October 1994, and is payable in monthly
installments of $1,315, including interest at 1 percent, due in October 2027. The notes are sccured by
property and rental receipts. Notes payable to the U.S. Department of Agriculture FmHA as of June 30,
2006 totaled $340,129.

Interest on the Single Family Mortgage Purchase, Mulfifamily Housing, University of Hawaii Faculty
Housing Program, and Hawaii Rental Housing System revenue bonds is payable semi-annually.

The Single Family Mortgage Putchase and Hawaii Rental Housing System revenue bonds with designated
maturity dates, the Multifamily Housing revenue bonds and the University of Hawaii Faculty Houstng
Program revenue bonds may be redeemed at the option of the Corporation commengcing in 2001 for the

The revenuc bonds may also be redeemed without ptemium ptior to maturity, at
the option of the Cotporation, as funds become available from undisbursed bond proceeds, principal
payments and prepayments of mortgages, excess amounts in the debt service reserve account or excess
revenues (as defined in the bond indentures).

Atbitrage Rebate

In order to ensure the exclusion of interest on the Corporation’s Hawaii Rental Housing System revenue
honds and Single Family Mortgage Purchase 1989 Series A, 1990 Series A, 1991 Series A and B and 1994
Series A and B revenue bonds from gross income for federal income tax purposes, the Corporation
calculates rebates due to the U. S. Treasury annually. The rebates are calculated by bond series based on
the amount by which the cumulative amount of investment income exceeds the amount that would have
been carned had funds been invested at the bond yield. At June 30, 2006, the Corporation determined
that $3,015,012 of rebates was due to the U. S. Treasury.

NOTE K - CONDUIT DEBT OBLIGATIONS

I'rom time to time, the Corporation has issued Revenue Bonds to provide financial assistance to private
sector entities for the acquisition and rehabilitation of multifamily rental housing developments. Thesc
bonds ate special limited obligations of the Corporation, payable solely from and secured by a pledge of
payments on the mortgage-backed securitics.  Neither the Corporation, the State, nor any political
subdivision thereof is obligated in any manner for repayment of the bonds. The bonds are reported as
liabilities in the accompanying financial statements along with the related assets.

NOTE M — COMMITMENTS AND CONTINGENCIES

T.oan Guarantee

The Corpotation has guaranteed up to $40,000,000 of the mortgage loans sold by it to the Hmployees’
Retirement System of the State of Hawaii (ERS). Upon the 120th day of any delinquency or defaulg, the
Corporation is obligated to cure the arrearage of principal and interest or buy back the delinquent loan.
At June 30, 2006, the outstanding balance of mortgage loans that have been sold to the ERS which are
covered by the loan guarantee was approximately $155,000. At Junc 30, 2006, notes and loans
receivables did not include any delinquent loans purchased back from the HRS.

Construction Contracts

At June 30, 2006, the Dwelling Unit Revolving Fund had outstanding commitments to expend
approximately $26,551,000 for the construction and renovation of housing projects and there were no
outstanding commitments to fund interim loans for various projects.

The Capital Projects Fund and the Fiduciary unds had outstanding construction contract commitments
of approximately $4,939,000 at June 30, 2006.

Development Costs

The Kapolei development project primarily consists of eight residential villages and  certain
commercial parcels spread over approximately 888 actes of land. As of June 30, 20006, all but 18
acres of residential and 43 acres of commertcial land has been substantially developed and sold. The
cstimated future cost of land sold relates primatily to the completion of certain oft-site
imptrovements at this project. This liability reflects amounts charged to the cost of land sold in
excess of costs incurred. Management believes that the future revenues from this project will mect
of exceed the net amount of this liability and the remaining costs to be incurred on the project.

Additionally, the Corporation has been in the process of developing two master planned
communities on the neighbor islands — the Leialii project located in the West Maui area and the
Laiopua project located in North Kona.  As large portions of these projects are located on public
teust (“ceded™ land owned by the State of Hawaii, and subject to lawsuits secking to prevent the
Corporation’s sale or transfer of this land, these projects have been delayed indefinitely. As of June
30, 2006, the Corporation has remaining development rights related to the second phase of the
Leiali't project and 57 acres of the Laiopua project. Development costs related to the Leialit project
were approximately $18.9 million at June 30, 2006. Management believes that the future revenues
from this project will meet or exceed the aggregate of the development costs at June 30, 20006 and
the remaining costs to be incurred.

Additionally, the Corporation has other developments costs and dwelling units of approximately
$2.1 million at June 30, 20006.

Torts

The Corporation is involved in various actions, the outcome of which, in the opinion of management
and the Attorney General, will not have a material adverse effect on the Corporation’s financial position
except for the OHA lawsuit described below. Losses, if any, are cither covered by insurance or will be a
liability against the Statc of Hawaii.

Workers” Compensation Policy

I'he Lorpomtmn has a rgtlmpccnvdy rated workers” compensation insurance pohcy Based on availlable
claim expetience information, the minimum premium accrued for financial statement teporting purposes
approximates the Corporation’s ultimate workers” compensation cost.

Accumulated Sick 1.cave Pay

Sick leave accumulates at the rate of one and three-quarters wotking days for each month of service
without limitation. Tt may be taken only in the event of illness and is not convertible to pay upon
termination of employment. However, a State employee who retires or leaves government service in
good standing with 60 days or more of unused sick leave is entitled to additional service credit m the
Employees” Retirement System of the State of Hawait (IIRS). Accumulated sick leave at June 30, 2006
amounted to approximately $6,122,000.

Deferred Compensation Plan

In 1984, the State established a deferred compensation plan, which enables State employees to defer a
pottion of their compensation. The State Department of Human Resources Development has the
fiduciary responsibility of administering the plan. Deferred compensation 1s not available to employees
unti] termipation, retitement, death or an unforesceable emergency.

In November 1994, the Office of Hawaiian Affairs (OHA) filed a claim against the Corporation sccking
declaratory and injunctive relief and for monetary damages pursuant to Sections 632-1 and 66-1 of the
P lawaii Revised Statutes. The claim relates to certain ceded lands located 1a Lahaina, Maui. OHA seeks
the following relief: (1) barring the Corporation from conveying and alienating the subject land from the
public land trust and (2) finding any conveyance to a third party not an agency of the State or 1ts political
subdivision in violation of the Hawaii State Constitution,

In its claim, OTA also alleges that the Cotporation is in violation of the Hawaii Revised Statutes Section
10-3.6 and Act 318, SLH 1992, In 1992, the Legislature enacted Act 318, which sets forth a plan to
compensate OHA for land from the public land trust which was to be conveyed from the State
Department of Land and Natural Resources (DLNR) to the Corporation for housing developments.
Under Act 318, OHA is to be compensated 20 percent of the fair market value of ceded lands. OHA
maintains that the fair market value of the Iahaina ceded lands was determimned in May 1994, In
Novembet 1994, the ceded lands were conveyed from DINR to the Corporation and a check for 20
percent of the fair matket value of the property m the amount of $5,573,604 was presented to OHA.
OHA chaims that a timely appraisal was not performed, 90 days before the date of conveyance, and that
the conveyance of the Lahaina property was illegal. ‘The payment was rejected by OHA and a liabihty
remains outstanding as of June 30, 2006. In the event that OHA is not granted the injunctive and
declaratory relief it seeks, OHA requests for a timely re-appraisal of the fair market value of the Lahaina
ceded lands and payment in accordance with Act 318. The Corporation maintains that the fair market
value was determined in August 1994 and thetefore complies with the requirements of Act 318.

In November 1994, several individuals filed a claim similar to the OHA claim against DINR and the
Corporation sceking to enjoin the sale or transfer of certain ceded lands located in Tahaina, Maui, from
the State to private individuals or entities. ‘The claim alleges that the State does not have good
marketable title of the ceded lands and any such sale or transfer would constitute an illegal conversion of
tands. The plaintiffs seek an injunctive telief barting the Corporation from sale or transfer of the Lahaina
ceded lands.

In tesponse to the above claims, the State Department of Attorney General issued, in July 1995, 1ts
OpINIoN as to whether the State has legal authority to sell or dispose of ceded lands. The Attorney
General concluded that the State has been and remains empowered to sell trust lands subject to the terms
of the trust.

The above claims have resulted in delays in the Leialii and Laopua Master Planned Community
projects. The Corporation is presently evaluating alternatives and remains optimistic and committed to
these projects. The Corporation will continue to work with innovation and creativity to resolve these
concerns fairly, while sdll delivering quality houses in quality communitics.

In 1994, an action was filed by OHA against the State and various unnamed parties claiming the State’s
alleged failure to properly account for and pay to OHA monies due 1o OHA, under Article X11 of the
Hawaii State Constitution and Chapter 10 of the Hawaii Revised Statutes, for occupation by the State on
certain ceded lands, as more fully described below.

In December, 2002, following a trial on the issues, the trial court confirmed the State’s authority to sell
ceded lands, denied the declaratory ruling that the sale of ceded lands did not directly or indirectly release
ot limit Hawaiian’s claims to those lands which the plaintiffs requested, and ordered that judgment be
entered in the State’s and Cotporation’s favor as to Counts I, 11, and I11 of the Amended Complaint.
The plaintiffs moved for and were granted leave to file immediate appeals from the court’s rulings to the
Hawaii Supreme Court.  Those appeals ate now pending. ‘I'rial to determine the sufficiency of the
proceeds paid to OHA by the Corporation and the State from the sale of ceded lands at issue has not
heen scheduled.

The ultimate outcome of appeal cannot presently be determined. Accordingly, no provision for any
liability nor its cffect on the projects’ net realizable value, if any, that may result upon adjudication, has
been made in the accompanying statement of net assets.

It has been alleged but without certainty that payments teceived by the Corporation for all projects
developed on ceded lands are subject to the above claim.  However, the ultimate outcome of the
litigation and its effect on the Corpotation, if any, cannot presently be determined.  Accordingly, no
provision for any liability, if any, that may result from the tesolution of this matter has been made m the
statement of net assets.

In May 2004, public housing tenants filed a claim against the Corporation seeking declaratory and
injunctive relief pursuant to U.S.C. §2201-02 & Rule 65 of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure to adjust
the Corporation’s utility allowances to reflect changes in wtility costs.  ‘The claim relates to the
requirement per United States Flousing Act, 42 U.S.C. §1437(2)(1), which requires that shelter costs for
tenants residing in federally subsidized public housing projects do not exceed 30% of tenant income.

T'he plaintiffs allege the Corporation has failed to review or update the utility allowances for all projects
since 1997, In establishing the utlity allowances, the Corporation must annually review the utility
allowances and make adjustments to reflect changes in the basis upon which the allowances are based.
Additionally, where thete is a change in the rates upon which the allowance is based of greatet than 10%,
the Corporation must make interim adjustments to its allowances  Also, the plaintiffs allege that since its
fast updated utility allowance, utility tates have increased substantially resulting in inadequate utility
allowances and rent charges in excess of 30 percent of tenant income.

In August 2004, public housing disabled tenants filed a similar claim alleging the Corporation’s fatlure to
provide appropriate utility allowance as required by federal law and HUD regulations.
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
